Mackenzie Lance-Jones, BA’s recycling outreach coordi-
nator, will talk about the city’s new recycling program 
and answer questions during a virtual Zoom presentation 
on Wednesday, Nov. 18, at 3 p.m.

Broken Arrow’s recycling program will no doubt in-
crease the number of people who are willing to recycle. 
You might have questions about what items can go 
into the cart and what goes in the black garbage cart. 
Beyond knowing what can be recycled, Lance-Jones 
will cover other questions you may not have consid-
ered. Knowing more about the speci�cs of the program 
will help you utilize the service fully and help save our 

environment.
Some of your questions might be: When and where 

should the carts be set out? Does the black garbage cart 
need to be set a certain distance from the blue recycling 
cart? Do the wheels of the cart go against the curb or to 
the outside? What should I do if I am unable to move my 
carts to the curb? How are other households recycling?
